o COMMUNITY METHOD

S ordinary legislative procedure (former co-decision)

o 4 elementsof supranationality:
o COMMISION: DRAFTS proposals & (co-)IMPLEMENTS decisions
o COUNCIL: WEIGHTED VOTES & QMV
o PARLIAMENT: DIRECTLY ELECTED & CO-DECISION-MAKER
o DIRECT APLICABILITY OF DECISIONS

P o special leqislative procedures (former consultation,
cooperation & assent)
o consultation (EP must give advice to Council)

o approval (EP must approve the Council‘s decision)

*'passerelle clauses’; enable the ordinary legislative procedure to be
generalised, under certain conditions, to areas that were initially outside its

scope.
